Let’s Keep Moving, Bryker Woods!

Bicycle Sport Shop is teaming up to bring you “BOLTAGE”! A bike, walk, and move to school program whose mission is to make walking and biking to school a way of life.  Boltage started in 2004, and has generated over 365,000 kid powered miles to and from school, 15 million calories burned, and saved over 640,000 pounds of carbon dioxide emissions!

We are challenging every student at Bryker woods to move to school by biking, scootering, walking the entire way, or even parking a few blocks from school and walking.

At the school’s recycling center (in the lobby) are envelopes that include an RFID tag, and a zip tie.  Attach this tag to the top of your backpack that you bring to school daily.  When you arrive at school via ANYWAY but by car, park your bike if you have one, and walk under the ZAP pole at the front entryway of the school.  You will know that you’ve been “ZAPped” when you hear a bell, and see the light on the ZAP flash.  Online, your unique tag will register every trip you make using alternative transportation (other than by car)! Once students are registered online for the Boltage program, that unique number on their tag will match up with their name, and they can keep track of how many trips they’ve made.  Students challenge themselves and parents can view online the instant their child arrives at school.
HOW DO YOU REGISTER FOR BOLTAGE?
