Name Badges/Visitor Badges

PEACE PLAN

Bryker Woods has a history of high expectations—both academic and behavioral. Our students are taught to choose peace over conflict and they generally do so extremely well. For this reason, our teachers are more often than not able to work with our students—and their parents when necessary—to resolve any concerns before they become bigger problems. Teachers work closely with their own students to establish and implement individual classroom rules, procedures, consequences and celebrations of successes. The following expectations and procedures help us to maintain a safe and nurturing educational environment for all our students.

The faculty and staff are unified and committed to actively help your child develop academically, socially, emotionally, physically and creatively. We have established a learning climate that is positive and motivates students to learn through tools of cooperation. Children are held responsible for their own actions. 
1. Verbal reminder requesting appropriate behavior.

2. Reflection—Student is removed from the activity for a short period of time to reflect on his/her behavior and devise a verbal plan. With composure, the student will communicate this plan and return to the activity.

3. Refocus—Student is finished participating with the group for that period. Behavior plan will be developed and documented.

NOTE: If an offense is of a more serious nature, the above responses may be adjusted.

Conflicts among students may necessitate the involvement and intervention of the school counselor and/or administration. A teacher, student, parent or administrator may request this type of assistance.

Health Room

There is a health representative on campus on a limited schedule.  Please refer students to the health representative using the form provided either in the classroom or on the playground.  Send an accompanying student to the office with sick or injured children.  The nurse or office staff will inform teachers of the status of sick children.  Minor cuts and bruises should be cared for in the classroom or on the playground using the first aid baggies.
Medicine

· All student medication must be registered in the office. Students should be sent to the office to take medication. 

·  Under no circumstances should a teacher or volunteer administer medication.  If you observe a student in possession of medication, please relieve the student of the medication and notify the office so that we can ensure that procedure is followed.
