If you want to take the 30 Day TEAM challenge with us, sign up your family at www.austincommuterchallenge.com. Then join the Bryker Woods Elementary TEAM, and start logging your bike trips, to school, to work, to the store.  It's very easy.  I created one login for our entire family.  

If a month is too long for you, limit your challenge to the week of May 17 for the FAMILY Challenge, which pits families of groups  against others for 1 week.  We will have a Bryker Woods Team for this challenge too, so please join. This is a friendly community driven competition that encourages people to bike more and drive less. Most of us take cars everywhere—to the corner store, the gym, school, work. Everywhere. And, more often than not, it's just a short trip. In fact, about 40 percent of all travel is within two miles of home and about 90 percent of it by car. Unfortunately, that's also when cars create the most pollution. 

Both challenges compete on trips.  Anytime you would normally turn a key, but instead travel by bike you get to log a trip. It doesn't matter how far your ride, just that you ride. So whether you ride 5 miles or 50, each one-way destination constitutes a trip. For example: Ride to school 1 trip + Ride home 1 trip = 2 trips. It's that simple! 

Trips equal points and the more points you have the better your chances of basking in the glory that is winning the 2010 Austin Commuter Family Week or Team Challenge!" Good luck to everyone and we look forward to seeing you out on the road wherever you are riding your bike.
